• Feeling overwhelmed 
• Adjusting to your diagnosis 
• Exploring how your life is changing 
• Not feeling safe at home 

• Intimacy, sexuality and relationships 
• Talking to your children about 

your diagnosis 
• Support Groups 

Treatment Decisions: 

• Advance Care Planning 
• Processing transitions of care 

• Palliative Care 
• Hospice Care
